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Before starting your admission process, it is extremely important to know the eligibility criteria. So, what 

are the admission criteria for MBA-PU at Birgunj Public College (BPC). 

 

The admission criteria for MBA are as follows: 

• Graduation from Master degree or equivalent with 45% or above. 2.0 in GPA or equivalent 

scores. 

• Successful completion of fifteen or Sixteen-year schooling or equivalent from any university, 

board, or institution recognized by Tribhuvan University. 

• College Appearance Admission written TEST 

• A minimum score of 40% 

• Good performance in the interview 

If you meet all of these requirements, then you are considered an eligible student to study Master of 

Business Administration at Birgunj Public College (BPC). 

 

Do note that the ones we mentioned here are just the minimum requirements. While you can technically 

qualify with the eligibility criteria we mentioned here, we recommend you get better scores to stand out 

among your competition and get better chances for admission.

Get the Application Form 

After ensuring that you meet the eligibility criteria, the first step in the admission process is getting the 

admission form from Birgunj Public College (BPC).

Once you receive the letter, you should follow the instructions in the offer letter to complete 

the application fees. Furthermore, you should also pay the required tuition fees within the specified 

timeframe to confirm your admission.
